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INTRODUCTION

THE RICE TOWNSHIP PLANNING COMMISSION CONDUCTED A COMMUNITY
SURVEY FOR RICE TOWNSHIP. THE PROJECT WAS SIMILAR TO A
COMMUNITY SURVEY THAT WAS CONDUCTED BY RICE TOWNSHIP
APPROXIMATELY EIGHT YEARS AGO. THE QUESTIONS WITHIN THE
CURRENT COMMUNITY SURVEY WERE DEVELOPED BY THE RICE
TOWNSHIP PLANNING COMMISSION. THE PURPOSE OF THE COMMUNITY
SURVEY WAS TO SOLICIT CITIZEN INPUT ON A VARIETY OF SUBJECTS
WHICH GENERALLY AFFECT ALL RESIDENTS OF RICE TOWNSHIP. THE
SUMMARY INFORMATION GATHERED WITHIN THE CONTEXT OF THE
SURVEY IS INTENDED TO BE CONSIDERED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION

IN DEVELOPING A COMPREHENSIVE PLAN FOR RICE TOWNSHIP.

TO ENSURE INCLUSIVENESS, THE SURVEY WAS MAILED TO ALL
HOUSEHOLDS IN RICE TOWNSHIP. BASED UPON THE 2008 CENSUS
POPULATION ESTIMATES, THERE ARE APPROXIMATELY 1089 HOUSEHOLDS
IN RICE TOWNSHIP. BASED UPON 496 RETURNED SURVEYS, 46% OF ALL
HOUSEHOLDS PARTICIPATED BY RESPONDING TO THE SURVEY. THUS
BASED UPON A 46% RETURN RATE, AN EXCEPTIONAL RATE OF CITIZEN
PARTICIPATION, THE FINDINGS WITHIN THE SURVEY ARE DEEMED TO BE

ACCURATE AND REPRESENTATIVE VIEWS OF THE CITIZENS OF RICE

TOWNSHIP.
